SCOPE OF WORK:    Remove existing door and widen for new 3’-0” door.

GENERAL NOTES:

All work done by the contractor must be in compliance with all state and local codes. 

The contractor shall be responsible for obtaining all required licenses, certifications and permits, including, but not limited to, certification pursuant to the Federal lead-based paint activities program if applicable.  The contractor is also responsible for all inspections for all work related to this project.  Permit fees shall be included in the quote. All required permits must be obtained and copies provided to the Technologist Specialist at the time of billing. Failure to obtain and provide copies of the required permits will result in revocation of the service authorization, and in any event, no payment will be made until all required permits have been obtained and copies provided to ATP. If no permits are required, a signed statement to that effect should be provided at time of billing.

The contractor shall comply with all OSHA and Nebraska Department of Labor regulations.

The contractor shall notify the Assistive Technology Project (ATP) of any discrepancies between the drawings, specifications, existing conditions, and the applicable codes and regulations as soon as the discrepancies are identified.

To prevent issues of liability, the vendor/contractor must notify ATP of any problems with the condition of the home that could affect the modifications prior to starting work.  If prior notification is not given, it may be assumed that any damage is attributable to the contractor, unless otherwise documented.

All products and equipment furnished and/or installed under the contract shall conform to the specifications.  No "Blemished", "Seconds", or reused building materials shall be used in this project unless otherwise noted.  Recycled or used equipment may be used provided it has been reconditioned to new and carry a warranty like new.  All recycled equipment shall be noted as such on the quote.

The contractor shall submit product literature on all "substitute" materials and receive approval by ATP staff before use or installation.  Submittal of product literature on listed materials is not necessary.

All material colors/finishes for materials including but no limited to paint, stain, flooring, tile, and grout, shall be selected by owner from full line of standard colors and finishes.

Work performed under the contract shall be executed by craftsmen skilled in the respective trades in a manner consistent with the standards of the respective trades, governing codes and generally accepted construction practices.

The contractor shall install all materials and equipment according to manufacturers' installation procedures and methods.  The contractor shall provide the consumer with instruction and written materials, including manufacturer's warranty, user's manuals and maintenance information.

The contractor is responsible for repair of all surfaces including furniture, walls, floor covering, doors, woodwork and trim, exterior pavement and yards, equipment, and fixtures affected during the course of construction to original or better condition.

The contractor shall keep the premises free from accumulation of waste materials or rubbish caused by construction activities and remove it from the premises on a daily basis. 

The contractor shall warranty work, materials, and products for a minimum of one year.

At the request of the consumer, the contractor shall refrain from any practice that is offensive or detrimental to the consumer's wellbeing while inside the consumer's home. 

The project site must be inspected and measurements field verified before a quote is submitted.  The contractor will be liable for any extra costs incurred due to a lack of a reasonable visual observation of the project site.  Additional funds may be available to cover plan changes necessary due to conditions found that are not evident to a reasonable visual observation.  The contractor shall contact and receive ATP's written approval before changes in the plan or quote are made.

The contractor shall complete construction no later than 60 days from receipt of an authorization for the work.  If additional time is needed, the contractor shall submit a written request for approval by the property owner and ATP.  Failure to complete a project to the stated schedule may affect the contractor's ability to get future ATP contracts.

The contractor shall not solicit any products outside the range of work described in the specification and/or drawings when inspecting existing conditions (before submitting a quote) or after awarded an authorization.  Any solicitation may cause quote disqualification or cancellation of authorized work. 

The contractor must maintain liability insurance for the duration of the project.  Proof of insurance may be required prior to issuance of the authorization for work. 

The contractor shall have sole responsibility for any and all subcontractor's work.  All applicable terms and conditions of the contract shall bind subcontractors. 

Construction

Lumber (Exterior):

All lumber in contact shall be CCA, ACQ, or Ecolife treated SYP unless otherwise noted. 

All lumber shall be #2 grade or better. 

All nails, bolts, brackets, hangers, and other associated hardware used for exterior applications shall be weatherproof.
Provide sealer for consumer to seal all untreated wood.
Posts:

All posts shall be treated 4 x 4’s.

The posts may be of varied length.  

The posts shall be equally spaced at a maximum of 6’-0".

Two feet of the 4x4 post shall be set in a 3’-0” x 8” diameter footing or concrete piers made by DeckPlans may be used (800-664-2705) OR Concrete footings shall be a minimum of 36” deep from grade and 8” in diameter. Minimum depth of footing to be determined by state or local codes. 

Super spikes and/or Masterposts/EZ Spikes (mailbox stabilizers) may be utilized to help square up posts on decks or ramps.  Use determined by local codes.
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Post Anchors:

Provide and install post anchors on the 4x4 wood support posts. 

Post anchors to be 12 gauge galvanized steel with G-185 triple zinc or hot-dip galvanized metal. 

Securely fasten anchor to cement with ½” concrete fastener (bolt or cement insert). 

Insure that  both the fastener and the anchor is compatible to the wood treatment in the 4x4 posts.  

Check for size of anchor with weight of the ramp/deck.
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Deck: 
The deck shall be level with the adjacent floor.
The deck will use 2x6 joist and decking unless specified otherwise.

The deck joist shall be no greater than 2’-0” C/C.

The deck shall have a handrail. See notes for “Handrail”. 
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Concrete:
Concrete shall be 3,500 PSI (28-day strength) and shall be a minimum 4” thick. 

Concrete slabs over 4’-0” x 4’-0” shall be reinforced with fiber fill mixed in concrete.  

Control joints shall be equally spaced 3’-0” (max.) and be 1” (min.) deep. 

Expansion joints shall be required where new concrete meets new concrete, existing concrete, or building surface.  

Bevel elevation changes between 1/4” and 1/2”.  Elevation changes above 1/2” are not acceptable. 

The contractor shall remove all concrete forms and repair all yard area disturbed or trampled while installing concrete, installing forms or removing forms. 

Water runoff of new concrete pads and sidewalks shall be directed away from the home.

All extraneous drops and splashes of concrete shall be removed from existing surfaces. 

Use a concrete adhesive when pouring new concrete over old. 

Paving Stone Landing:
Provide and install a 5’ x 5’ landing area at end of aluminum ramp.  

Landing to be installed using 12” x 12” x 2” paving stones.  

Excavate soil to proper depth considering gravel and sand base.  

Compact base materials prior to setting paving stones.  

Ensure base materials are flat with proper slope.  

Place aluminum or plastic edging for edge restraints around perimeter.  

Set paving stones firmly into sand with plate compactor.  

Sweep sand into surface cracks and vibrate sand into cracks.  Sweep and hose down pavers for clean up.  Repair all yard area disturbed or trampled while installing paving stone landing.  

Ensure smooth transition between aluminum ramp and landing.

Metal Handrail on Existing Concrete Ramp:

The handrail shall be constructed of 1 1/4" or 1 1/2" (ID) round steel tubing. 

The top rail shall be 34" above ramp surface and a bottom rail 4" above ramp surface. 

A middle rail shall be equally spaced between the top and bottom rail.  

The ends of the rail shall have a 3" radius and have a 45-degree angle down to the adjacent vertical support unless otherwise noted or shown on the plan. 

The rail shall have a vertical support at the top and bottom of the ramp.  

Vertical support shall be spaced no greater than 6' –0” apart.  

The base of the vertical support shall be welded to 4"x4" steel plates with holes in the 4 corners no less that 3/8" from any edge and shall be secured to the concrete with 4 expansion anchors each.  

The railing shall be painted with 1 coat of rust inhibiting primer and 2 coats of paint prior to being secured to the concrete.

Driveways:

Concrete shall be 3,500 PSI (28-day strength) and shall be a minimum 5” thick.  

Fill under new slab shall be packed to meet or exceed local codes and to prevent new concrete from breaking. 

Expansion joints shall be required where new concrete meets new concrete, existing concrete, or building surface.  

Expansion cuts shall be at a maximum of 8’-0” and be 1/2” in width. 

Bevel elevation changes between 1/4” and 1/2”.  Elevation changes above 1/2” are not acceptable. 

The contractor shall remove all concrete forms and repair all yard area disturbed or trampled while installing concrete, installing forms or removing forms. 

All extraneous drops and splashes of concrete shall be removed from existing surfaces. 

Landscaping/Grading:

Grade lawn area directly affected by the concrete work.

Provide a smooth transition from new concrete to existing lawn. 

Graded area shall be left in good, semi-compacted condition and ready for grass planting. 

Planting of grass seed and maintenance shall be the responsibility of the owner.

RAMPS

Ramp:

The ramp shall be 3’-0” wide (min.) unless round handrails are specified; then the width of the ramp shall be 42”.  See notes under “Round Handrail”.

The ramp shall have handrails. See notes under “Handrails”

The ramp shall be made of 2x6 ACQ for decking.

The ramp stringers shall be no greater than 2’-0” C/C.

The ramp shall be screwed and not nailed togeth
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Steps:

Steps shall be 2x6 treated lumber unless otherwise specified. 

The steps stringer shall be 2” x 8” ACQ treated and the spacing shall be 2’-0” C/C or less. 

Steps shall have a closed riser (flush with front) with secured handrails.

Handrails shall be provided. See notes for “Handrails”. 

Stairs shall have a thread of no less than 11” and a rise of no more than 6”.
Wood Half Steps:

Steps shall use 2x8 stringers set at 2’-0” C/C or less. 

Steps shall use 2x6 ACQ for the steps unless specified otherwise.

Steps shall have a tread of no less than 18” and a rise of no more than 3”.
Steps shall have a closed riser (flush with front) with secured handrails.

Handrails shall be 2’-10” AFF and have 2 x 2 balusters that shall be spaced according to local codes.
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Handrail:
The handrails shall have 2 x 2 balusters, be spaced according to local codes and have a 2 x 6 handrail located at the top and a 2x4 top rail 90 degrees to handrail. 

The handrail shall be a minimum of 2’-10” above the front of the tread or match consumer’s preference. 

Round off all square corners. 

Handrails shall be provided on both sides of steps or ramps as per plans. 

Handrails shall have a 2x4 toe kick located 2” above ramp. 
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Metal Transition Plate:

Provide and install a metal transition plate at the end of the ramp. 

Transition plate may be made of aluminum plating or steel plating and be able to hold combined weight of consumer and wheelchair. 
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Aluminum Ramp:
Provide and install a 36” wide modular aluminum ramp with a 34” tall double bar 1 1/2” dia. handrail and slip resistant flooring. 

Ramp shall have a 2” curb. 

Load capacity shall be 100 lbs/square foot. 

Posts to be secured to 12” x 12” x 8” beveled pre-cast blocks with 5/16” anchor bolts set in 1 1/2” deep into concrete. 

Prairie View Industries (800-554-7267) or Rampit USA (800-876-9498 / 517-278-9015) or approved substitute may be used. 

If Rampit ramp is used please use the following instructions: See attached quote from TJRampit, U.S.A. for price of system (please include in price quote).  Field verify all measurements and items from Ramp-It to ensure that all items are ordered from manufacturer.  Ensure smooth transition between aluminum ramp and new/existing concrete. Install posts per manufacturer’s recommendations directly into concrete as needed. Install posts per manufacturer’s recommendations into 12” x12” x 2” CCA/ACQ treated wood. 
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Modular Ramp:

Provide and install a modular metal/aluminum ramp. 

Ramp to be 34” wide (minimum). 

Material for ramp to be made of expandable metal or have raised areas on surface to prevent slipping.  Ramp will have adjustable legs that do not require any footings. 

Minimum weight capacity is 600 pounds. 

Metal ramp is to be powdered coated and painted with anti-rust paint to prevent rusting.  

Ramps must have side rails and have the capability of attaching handrails. 

All welding, materials and paint must be equal to or greater than ADA standards. 

AmRAMP (800-649-5215 or www.americanramp.com) Metal ramps supplied by Central Nebraska Home Care (308-865-2711) or custom made Reeder’s Menders & Mobility (402-845-2304) may be used.

Aluminum Deck:

Aluminum deck to match the same standards of the aluminum ramp. 

Deck shall have handrails, supporting legs and bracing that meet manufacturer’s specifications. 

A Prairie View Industries (800-554-7267) www.pviramps.com or approved substitute may be used. 
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PVI Threshold Ramp:

Purchase and install a PVI aluminum ramp. 

Secure ramp to threshold with screws. 

Trim and adjust door as needed. 

See plans for length. 

Call Prairie View Industries (800-554-7267) www.pviramps.com.
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Threshold Ramp:

Purchase and install a Rubber Threshold Ramp or approved substitute. 

Call Safe Path Industries at 800-479-2003 / 530-893-1596 or www.safepathproducts.com or Praire View Industries at 800-554-7267 or www.pviramps.com
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Stepless Threshold Ramp:

Provide and install a Stepless ramp made by Guldmann. 

Contact 800-664-8834 or www.stepless.com for closest dealer. 

Ramp to have slopes on three sides. 

Install as per manufactures recommendations.
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DOORS

Sliding Door Ramp and Threshold:

Provide and install 34” wide (trim as needed to fit door opening) x 7 1/2” long aluminum ramp on 
both sides of sliding door threshold and a removable aluminum threshold bridge (to go over sliding door threshold). 

Install per manufactures specifications. 

A Sears Home Medical ramp, at 800-326-1750 or approved substitute may be used. 

New Interior Passage Door:

Remove existing frame and trim necessary to accommodate a new 36” wide, standard height, solid core door. 

Re-use trim and frame if possible, if not, salvage to owner.

Install new frame and trim.

Patch walls and ceilings and finish to match existing.

Provide and install a 2'-8" x 6'-8" pre-hung solid core wood door. 

Finish door to match existing. 

Hardware to include ADA compliant lever handle and privacy lock set

- Or-
Provide and install a 3'-0" x 6'-8" pre-hung solid core wood door. 

Finish door to match existing. 

Hardware to include ADA compliant lever handle and (privacy)(passage) lock set.

Insulated Steel Entry Door Without Glass:
Remove existing frame and trim necessary to accommodate a new 36” wide, standard height, exterior door. Re-use trim and frame if possible, if not, salvage to owner.

Install new frame and trim.

Patch walls and ceilings and finish to match existing.

Provide and install a 3'-0" x 6'-8", slab style insulated steel entry door, pre-hung primed jambs with compression weather-strip and adjustable thermal break swing in sill or approved substitute.  

Hardware shall include lever handle and ADA compliant protection lock mechanism.  

Provide and install trim to match existing.  

Finish door and trim to match existing.
Insulated Steel Entry Door with Operable Glass & Screen:

Remove existing frame and trim necessary to accommodate a new 36” wide, standard height, exterior door. Re-use trim and frame if possible, if not, salvage to owner.

Install new frame and trim.

Patch walls and ceilings and finish to match existing.

Provide and install a 3'-0" x 6'-8 insulated steel door with operable glass and screen, pre-hung primed jambs with compression weather-strip and adjustable thermal break swing-in sill.  

Hardware shall include ADA compliant lever handle and protection lock mechanism. 

Provide and install trim to match existing.  Finish door and trim to match existing. 

Provide and install a side light to the right side of door from the exterior of the home. Side light to be 6’-8” tall x 18” wide.
Screen Door with Operable Glass:

Provide and install a 3’-0” x 6’-8” screen door with top glass fixed, bottom glass operable and blank bottom panel. 

The door handle and lock shall be ADA complaint. 

Trim as needed and to match existing.

Track Mounted Sliding Door:

Provide and install a new 3'-0" x 6'-8" hollow core wood sliding door, surface mounted on wall with track system. 

Provided and install wood trim to match existing as needed. 

Finish door and trim as needed to match existing. 

Hardware to include "D" shaped pulls on both sides of the door and limit stops as needed.

Pocket Sliding Door (interior in walls):

Provide and install a new 3'-0" x 6'-8" hollow core wood sliding door and track system. 

Door and track system to be mounted within confines of the wall. 

Provided and install wood trim to match existing as needed. 

Finish door and trim as needed to match existing. 

Hardware to include "D" shaped pulls on both sides of the door and limit stops as needed. 

A pocket door frame by L.E. Johnson Products. Inc. (219-293-5664) or approved substitute may be used. 

"Swing Clear" Hinges (Exterior Doors):

Provide and install exterior grade regular duty hinges.  

Hinges must allow door to completely clear the door opening when open 90 degrees. 

Stanley “Swing Clear” F 248 hinges, North Coast Medical (800-821-9319 Item number NC37000) or Sammons Preston Catalog  (800-323-5547 Item number 6523) or approved substitute may be used. 

Swing Clear" Hinges (Interior Doors):

Provide and install interior grade regular duty hinges.  

Hinges must allow door to completely clear the door opening when open 90 degrees. 

Use a Hager Swing clear hinge #1260 or approved substitute. If hinges are not available locally, they can be ordered from Johnson Hardware Company,( Lincoln, NE.  402-464-6404, North Platte, NE  308-532-9748 or Omaha, NE 402-444-1650).      
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Power Assisted Door Opener:

Provide and install a residential grade jamb mounted automatic power assisted door opener. 

Power door opener must be power open, power close and have an electric strike plate for an interior/ exterior door application.  

See plans for direction of door swing. 

Two battery powered wireless remote controllers shall be supplied to control both door opening/closing and the electric strike from a single low pressure activated button.  

Coordinate with owner the mounting location of remotes. 

Safety features shall include the ability to open and close the door manually, the ability to lock or unlock the door with a key, battery backup for emergency egress and an auto-reverse function when the door meets an obstruction while opening or closing.  

The door installer shall provide training on operation of the door to the owner. 

An automatic door open by Stanley (800-206-1045) or Open Sesame (800-673-6911) www.opensesamedoor.com or approved substitute may be used. 
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Communication Device:

Provide and Install Doorbell Intercom at entrance. 

This communication device will have a portable wireless call/talk device that can be located in the room with consumer. 

Novi Door Bell Intercom, by Linear sold by Menards or an approved substitute may be used.
Automatic Garage Door Opener: 

Provide and install an automatic garage door opener that has Open/Close Cycle Control, Automatic Opener Light, Safety System, 2 Keychain Visor Remotes and Wireless Keyless Entry Pad. Wayne Dalton-Model 3018 Deluxe (1-888-827-3667) or approved substitute.

Door Opener:

Provide and install a non-electric door opened. A non-electric door opener must be able to open door, hold the door open and close door. 

A Red Thing door opener by Rapco, Inc. (877-338-4464 or 303-742-9551) or approved substitute may be used. Install as per manufacturer’s recommendations. 

Electric Strikes at Elevator Doors:

Provide and install two electric strike-locking devices on existing elevator doors. 

Doors are of standard height and standard construction. 

Strikes will prevent the doors from being opened when elevator is not in the proper location for door use. 

The strike shall be a GAL Type “N” interlocking system or fire rated electric strike or approved substitute. An Open Sesame (800-673-6911) www.opensesamedoor.com or approved substitute may be used. 

Sliding Door Ramp and Threshold:

Provide and install a 34" wide (trim as needed to fit door opening) x 7 1/2" long aluminum ramp on both sides of sliding door threshold and a removable aluminum threshold bridge (to go over sliding door threshold).   

Install as per manufacturer's directions. 

If ramp not available locally, can be ordered from Sears Home Medical @ 1-800-326-1750. A Duro Threshold Ramp, or Prairie View Industries (800-554-7267)
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Flooring:

Match carpet with remnants in new opened areas where walls have been moved. 

If no carpet can be found, provide and install a wood strip to match the width of the wall and doorway. 

This strip cannot rise more than ¼” above the existing floor covering. 

Stain or paint this strip to match doorframe. 

Smooth off all sharp edges on the new strip.

Lifts

Vertical Platform Lift:

Provide and install a 32" W (min.) x 48" L slab mounted exterior use porch lift w/ 15 1/2" L automatic fold-up access ramp, fascia panel toe protector, safety pan platform, key operated call-send switch, and a metal landing lift gate (at top). OR a constructed wood gate (at top) OR a safety chain (at top).

The lift gate shall be interlocking and shall be at least 36” high, of solid construction and be provided with a combination mechanical lock and electrical contact. 

The gate may be opened only when the platform is within 2 inches of the landing. 

Lift supplier shall verify exact location of landing lift gate with contractor before installing the lift.  

See plan for required vertical travel dimension - field verify. Contractor shall be responsible for hardwiring of lift to a dedicated circuit.

If the lift is to be used as an exterior lift the lift shall have waterproof push buttons. 

Provide and leave with the consumer a manual crank to operate the lift in the event of a power failure. 
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Commercial Vertical Platform Lift:

See above specifications. 

The vertical platform lift must comply with ASME A17-1 and shall have an emergency stop option, solid sides and a lower platform gate. 

If the lift is to be used as an exterior lift the lift shall have waterproof push buttons.

Electrical:

Provide and install a 110-volt, grounded box as near to the lift shroud as possible.  

Box shall be on a 20-amp line. 

The wiring to be done by a licensed electrician if coded as such. 

Inclined Chair Lift (Seat):

Provide and install new stair mounted inclined stair lift with swivel chair, safety belt, flip-up arms, and footrest.  

Controls shall include a wall mounted control switch at bottom and top of ramp (coordinate with owner for mounting height) and a chair arm mounted switch.  

Emergency shut-off features shall include swivel lock switch and footrest obstruction switch.  

Provide electrical connection as needed. 

Heavy Duty Stair Lift:  Harmar SL600HD Pinnacle Heavy Duty Stair Lift at harmar.com or approved substitute.   Has a 600 lb weight capacity.
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Inclined Chair Lift (Platform):

Provide and install a new residential grade wall mounted (cantilevered over stairs) cable drive inclined platform lift.  

The lift shall have a load capacity of 450 lbs. (min.), a 28" x 35" (min.) fold-up non-skid surfaced platform, 12" automatic fold up access ramp at entry and exit, call/send switches at top and bottom landings and control buttons mounted on platform. 

Safety features shall include a platform safety pan, ramp obstruction sensors, and a manual-lowering device in case of power failure. 

All surface mounted wiring shall be concealed in painted metal conduit.  

The lift supplier/installer shall provide training on operation of the unit.      
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Ceiling Track Lift:

Provide and install two ceiling tracks, one four feet long and one seven feet long. 

Install as per manufacturer’s recommendation. 

Provide and install one lightweight lifting device. 

Lifting device to be able to lift a minimum of 300 pounds. 

Lifting device to be powered by a 24-volt heavy -duty battery with battery charger. 

Lifting strap to be a minimum of 60”in length. 

Lifting device to provide vertical movement but not horizontal movement. 

Provide a wired or cordless remote control.  

Provide a fitted hygienic sling. 

Follow the Nebraska Medicaid procedures for payment.  

Please break out Medicaid amount and show separately on quote.
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Portable Ceiling Track Lift:

Provide and install two Portable Ceiling Lift Systems. One system shall be a three-post system with bath bracket.  The other shall be a four-post system. 

The three-post system shall be installed in the bathroom. 

The four-post system shall be installed in the bedroom. 

Follow the Nebraska Medicaid procedures for payment.  

Please break out Medicaid amount and show separately on quote.
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Lift (to accompany Portable Ceiling Track Lift): 

Provide and install one lightweight, portable lifting device. Lifting device to be able to lift a minimum of 400 pounds. Lifting device to be powered by a 24-volt heavy-duty battery with battery charger. Lifting strap to be a minimum of 85”in length. Lifting device to provide vertical movement but not horizontal movement. 

Provide a wired or cordless remote control.  

Provide two-fitted hygienic slings. Sling must be fitted to person to prevent injury while in use. Slings will be used for bathing. 

Follow the Nebraska Medicaid procedures for payment.

Wall Mounted Lift:

Provide and install internal wall structure that will provide blocking for the wall mounted lift. 

This blocking will comply with the standards of the manufacturer. 

Provide a 110 VDC electrical outlet near the lift’s location. 

Lift shall have a lifting capacity of 350 pounds. 

It shall be 24 V DC battery-powered and come with a charging system. 

It shall have a waterproof hand remote control. 

The lift shall have a swivel bar that will fit all slings. 

Follow the Nebraska Medicaid procedures for payment.
